Lab 3 – Database Setup/ASP Forms

ITP 250 Building Client/Server Apps


Upon completion of lab 3, students will be able to:

· Create a database in SQL 7.0

· Create database tables using Enterprise Manager

· Design an Active Server Page that functions as a Logon Page

· Design an Active Server Page that functions as a User Registration Page

· Write Server-Side code that creates a connection to the database

· Write Server-side code that embeds SQL statements that populate a database table from an ASP page

· Expose Active Data Objects (ADO) in conjunction with ASP code

Part 1.

Create a database in SQL server (using SQL Enterprise Manager).


· Right-click on the Databases Folder and select New Database

· Name the database StudentXX, or any desired company name you prefer

· In the File Growth Frame, select the In Megabytes radio button and type in 10

· Click OK
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Expand the New Database Folder you created from the Enterprise Manager Screen.  Locate the Tables Icon, right-click and select New Table.  For the first table, name it: UserLogon.  This table will contain all the User Logon Information from the New User Registration Web Page (to be created later).  The new table design should resemble the following:
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Make sure you create the following fields in the UserLogon table:

FieldName

DataType

UserName


VarChar

Password


VarChar

UserID


Integer

You may also add additional fields as you deem important.

Perform the same procedures to create a database table named ‘Membership’.  This table should include information pertaining to the users.  Fields should include: Firstname, Lastname, Address1, Address2, City, State, Zip, Occupation, etc.  The Membership table will be populated from the Membership.asp page you will create later.

Part II.

Create web pages that will serve as the User Logon page and User Registration Page.  You can use some existing Web sites as models/examples (Yahoo Registration/Logon, Hotmail, Ebay, DialPad, Excite, AltaVista, etc.).  Make sure you are using the Form tag inside your .asp pages for Form Validations to be used later.

Part III.

Write the Processing Pages in ASP format (or other Server-side language of your choice).  These pages will populate, as well as validate the data/information from the User Logon and Registration pages.  Included in the Processing page will be code to establish a connection to the database, as well as variables to store user input and data from back-end services.

All pages can be written using Microsoft Notepad.
